WHEREAS, Sec. 7.1 Rule II of the IRR of Republic Act 9184 provides inter alia, “All procurement
shall be within the approved budget of the Procuring Entity and should be meticulously and judiciously
planned by the Procuring Entity. Consistent with government fiscal discipline measures, only those crucial
10 the efficient discharge of governmental functions shall be included in the Annual Procurement Plan
(APP)”; And, Sec. 7.2 Rule Il of the same IRR further provides inter alia, “The APP must be consistent

with the duly approved yearly budget of the Procuring Entity and shall bear the approval of the HoPE or
second-ranking official designated by the HoPE to act on his behalf.”;

WHEREAS, the General Manager, in a memorandum dated November 22, 2017, recommends the
proposed APP for approval;

WHEREAS, the approved APP reflects the procurement activities that will be undertaken by
PFDA within the year and will serve as the basis for its procurement, and only those items therein included
shall be subject for such procurement; And yet, the APP should be responsive to the needs of PFDA to
ensure continuity of service during emergency cases, as defined under R.A. 9184;

NOW, THEREFORE, upon motion duly seconded, the Board RESOLVES as it is hereby
resolved, to approve and confirm the PFDA Annual Procurement Plan for Fiscal Year 2018 with an
aggregate amount of $1,188,125,016.00; RESOLVED FURTHER, to delegate to the General Manager
the power to re-align funds and to issue the corresponding supplemental APP in emergency cases, provided,
the exercise of herein delegated powers is thereafter reported to this Board.
